The Oregon Youth Basketball League is made up of volunteer coaches, volunteer 
assistant coaches, a volunteer Board of Directors, volunteer gym coordinators and 
volunteer officials.  At ALL TIMES, the OYBL expects all people attending any OYBL 
activity to follow the following basic standards of conduct in order to support these three 
fundamental goals of the league: 

1. To teach the players teamwork and sportsmanship. 

2. To ensure the players have fun. 

3. To teach the fundamentals of the game of basketball. 

Acceptable standards of spectator behavior include: 
• Remain seated in the spectator area during games. 
• Respect decisions made by officials. 
• Be a role model by positively supporting teams and by not shouting instructions 

or criticism to the players, coaches or officials.  Do not coach from the stands. 
• Make no derogatory comments or gestures to players, coaches, and parents of 

opposing teams, officials or league administrators. 
• Remember that the players are children and are playing for their enjoyment, not 

yours.
